A Message from Pastor Arlene:  
   As I finish up this second week at Duke Divinity 
School in Durham, NC (half-way through, hooray!), I have 
been blessed to prepare several different sermons for different 
classes.  I also have been honored with being asked to give a 
message next week at Goodson Chapel in the Divinity School 
for my fellow students.  I am working on it right now.  I believe 
it will become a Wednesday night series sometime soon.  The 
title of this sermon (and probably the series later one) is simply: Courage. 
 I want you to get out your Bibles and read something, as I can’t fit it all 
here.  Read Exodus, Chapter 1, verse 8 all the way through Exodus Chapter 2, 
verse 10.  This is a portion of scripture in which the Hebrew people are in a terri-
ble spot, with no seeming solution.  They know they are the people of God, but it 
doesn’t seem like God is coming through for them at this point.  But when you 
read the story, note which of the characters could not tolerate being helpless vic-
tims, and what they did.  (By the way, I count 4, do you?  Email who they are, and 
how they were courageous!)  These people knew that God was with them, but 
they still needed to act with the conviction and courage of God. 
 Have you ever been in a position when you needed to take a frightening 
action that needed courage, with the faith that God was with you even if it didn’t 
seem so?  By the way, courage does not mean you are not scared.  Courage 
means: do it scared!  And know that somehow, some way, God will work out the 
details if you only do the part he has assigned you and only you to do. Email me 
about that, too!  I can’t wait to get home, because...I am with you in the journey!
