A Message from Pastor Arlene:

Let me share several things that happened to me this week.
First, there were several deaths of people who | knew, some ex-
pected, others not. There was also the third year anniversary of
my sister's sudden death. Death makes you consider life.

Second, while driving in my car on the way from the RaceTrac
back to the church, | stopped at an intersection where there was
no stop sign, and coming the other way, another car zoomed by,
blowing right through his stop sign. Had | not stopped at the intersection (even
though I had the right of way), there would have been a serious collision. Just one
decision changed the outcome of that day from potential tragedy to a story I'm telling.

At the Willow Creek Leadership Summit last week, | and many other folks from our
church heard Pastor Bill Hybels talk about “the dash” - that little symbol that lies be-
tween our birth date and our death date. Everything that happens in that small
snippet of time between those dates is the “dash.” He talked about how short the gift
of life is—and how well we know it, Amen? The older we get, it seems the faster the
calendar months turn.

Then Bill asked an important question. What are you doing with your dash? We
are all allotted only a short period of time here. Even the oldest person only has a
short time, when you consider the vastness of God's time. Are we doing something
meaningful with our dash? Are we using it to glorify the Creator God who made us,
to praise and serve Jesus who saved and redeemed us? What are you here to do?
Ask God that question this week. Let me know His answer. | am glad to be sharing
this journey of the “dash” with you!
