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As you walk into the sanctuary today, you will notice tables set up with chairs 
that represent small communion tables. These tables will be used as part of an 

experiential communion time that will take place during the normal sermon time. 
These seats are reserved for that time, and we ask you to sit in the other seats until 

that time of the service occurs. At that time, you will be instructed to proceed to the 
tables where we will share in a special communion time together.

What do we mean by an experiential communion time? It is the “doing” of 
communion in a way that creates an experience that engages our senses. As our 

senses are engaged in the “doing”, we are more likely able to connect with God and 
others at a heart level. Not only do we have the greatest chance of connecting to 

God and others through experience, but research shows that when we experience 
something, we allow for the integration of the right and left parts of our brain to heal 

from emotional wounds in our lives. We are wounded in experiences and we can 
heal in experiences with others. A final benefit is we remember through experience 

when the right brain is engaged. If you only learn about God from a sermon that only 
engages your left brain, you will quickly forget what was taught on Sunday morning. 
You are more likely to remember lessons about God through experience than from 

just hearing about God and the Bible.

We pray that you Experience God and others in new ways today as we share in 
communion together.
