1. Welcome the forgiveness

2. Seek forgiveness

“So if you are presenting a sacrifice at the altar in the Temple and you suddenly remember that
someone has something against you, leave your sacrifice there at the altar. Go and be reconciled
to that person. Then come and offer your sacrifice to God.”

Matthew 5:23-24 (NLT)

3. Extend forgiveness

“If another believer sins against you, go privately and point out the offense. If the other person
listens and confesses it, you have won that person back...For where two or three gather together
as my followers, | am there among them.”

Matthew 18:15, 20 (NLT)
